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Saturday, 9 April  

We were promised visual stimulation and col-

our ï and we were not disappointed! In tracing 

his own artistic influences, Dr Harold Coop 

took us from the atmospherics of Turner, antici-

pating Impressionism, to Matisse and the 

Fauves. His work is also informed by the Op 

Art works of Bridget Riley, with their shimmer-

ing effects produced by contrasting tones, and 

the visual interplay of rectangular blocks of 

colour emblematic of Mondrian. Not forgetting 

the investigations of Rothko into the pure emo-

tion of colour. 

 With a first exhibition in 1959, Dr Coop has 

produced a significant body of work. For many 

years he concentrated on watercolour - initially 

through force of circumstance, but he was able 

to explore the unique luminosity of this me-

dium, manifestation of the transmitted light ï 

and oils. 

 Later, Dr Coop included acrylics in his rep-

ertoire, and most recently, he has been explor-

ing the use of metallic gold, an inspiration 

gained during trips to Europe. Here, sources as 

seemingly diverse as Klimt and religious icons 

have inspired an interpretation of the New Zea-

land landscape that tends to abstraction, the 

gold symbolizing the preciousness of our land. 

 Painting in France and England, as well as 

in New Zealand, Dr Coop has skilfully trans-

posed the lessons of the European artists, the 

success of which goes to show the benefits of 

travel and cultural cross-fertilisation.
